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This protocol is useful when participants are asked to read and make meaning from a text during a staff
or learning team meeting

Divide the article, text, or reading into meaningful segments.
Form pairs.
Read silently until both partners reach the end of a segment.
Take turns in your pair answering one of the following prompts:
Something | agree with ...
Anewidea ...
Something that puzzles me ...
Something | disagree with ...
Something | am reminded of when I read ...
Something | want the authors to explain more ...
« Something | want to talk more about with others ...
5. Continue to read and respond until you complete the text.
6. Discuss the selection as a whole group when everyone has finished the reading.
